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Our Collective Motivation



Å 1 in 5 violent offenders serving time in state prisons had been convicted
of a crime against a victim under the age of 18. 

Å More than half the violent crimes committed against children 
involved victims age 12 or younger. 

Å 90% of all sexual assaults against children are  committed by  someone they know.

Å The typical sexual predator will assault 117 times before being caught

Å Re-arrest rate for convicted child molesters is 52%

Å One half of youths in a national survey were assaulted in some way  at least once in the last year and more than 
1 in 10 were injured as a result

Å 42% of child victimizers and a prior criminal history had a past conviction for a violent crime against either children 
or adults.
