 Strongly recommend that this form be used when players are going
across states lines

* If you intend to replicate the form electronically for your state website,
that is OK, but needs to include all the same information and use
statements.

Interstate Permission Form
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International Clearances

There was a change made to US Youth Soccer Rule 207 in September of
20009.

Section 1. The Federation and FIFA have international clearance
requirements and procedures for players coming to the United States to
play soccer. Consult the Federation about those requirements and
procedures.

Section 2. The failure of a player to obtain the international clearance or to
follow the procedures referred to in section 1 of this rule does not affect
the player’s eligibility in regard to any USYSA program or activity, or any
program or activity of a member of USYSA, unless the Federation provides
otherwise.

Recent arbitration hearing upheld US Youth
Soccer’s Member Passes and certified rosters to
be intellectual properties of US Youth Soccer and
therefore the ability to restrict their use to US

Youth Soccer sanctioned events.
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What you need to do:

* Check with your insurance carrier about coverage for teams
traveling to non-US Youth Soccer events.

* Add a statement to your certified rosters stating they are valid
for US Youth Soccer use only.

* Be aware that US Youth Soccer member pass card stock now
carries a statement that they are valid for US Youth Soccer use
only.

* Consider a method to provide your teams going to non-US Youth
Soccer events another style of roster. See provided example in
handouts.

The Registrar’s Committee is
considering submission for a change
in Rule 205. Section 2. to clarify team

residency.
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Rule 205 as it reads today:

Section 1. Except as otherwise provided by Rule 105, every team shall have
a team roster and will present a game roster for every match or
competition.

Section 2. The team roster shall be approved by the State Association
where the team resides. For Under 15 and younger teams, the team roster
may not have more than 18 youth players on the roster at any given time
during the seasonal year. For Under 16 and older teams, the roster may
have up to 22 youth players on the team roster at any given time during
the seasonal year. Every team roster shall have a minimum of 7 players on
the roster at all times.

Section 3. The game roster shall be prepared by the team and submitted
to the competition authority at a time designated by that authority. The
game roster shall have a maximum of 18 players and a minimum of 7
players. Every player listed on the game roster must be included on the
team roster to be eligible to participate with the team except for
tournament competitions that may except guest players.
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The current wording in section 2
‘Where the team resides’ leaves this
open to several interpretations when
dealing with a team that is a member
club in one state association but a
large portion of its players reside in a

different state association.

Where does the ‘team’ reside?

— With the club, or

— With the majority of its players
residency?
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The National Championship Series
Rule 221. Team Eligibility. Section 1
(3) has often been used as guidance
in these situations, though in reality
it is currently only applicable to
National Championship Series teams.

The Registrar’'s Committee would like
your input to help us make Rule 205
more clear and avoid future
confusion.
